Cléchomhar as Briathra, Béithe agus Banfhili: Filiocht Eavan Boland agus
Nuala Ni Dhomhnaill (2008). Riéna was a lecturer in St. Patrick’s College,
Drumcondra, (DCU) for 11 years before being appointed to NUI Galway in
2013. She was the Principal Irish-language Investigator on the 2014-16 project
The Representation of Jews in Irish Literature.

Her current project on Human Rights and Modern Irish Poetry is due to be
completed in 2022. She edited Filiocht Chomhaimseartha na Gaeilge (Cois
Life 2010), a collection of critical essays, and has collaborated with Prof. Mairin
Nic Eoin on studies in language teaching and learning.She is a frequent
contributor to broadcasts 6n literary matters, and was a member of the jury
for the RTE “A Poem For Ireland” project in 2014-15.

When people come together for the purposes of poetry, something strange,
in a deep sense magical, seems to happen. I saw this at work in Ballyferriter
in November [2014] at An Fhéile Bheag Filiochta.

Over four days people came from all arts and parts, crafts and contexts,
to listen to music, to talk, with generosity and without stint, and to read or
to say a poem until late into the night. While on the last day, in An Daingean,
there were deputations of poets from all over, from townlands and from city
parishes, all with their poem or their song. It was like a fifteen hundred year
old gathering, a convention, or like the mediaeval competion between the
various boroughs of the Italian hill-top cities, still reenacted today.

Recent publications include the jointly-edited
two-volume Litriocht na Gaeilge ar fud an Domhain (2075), and the prose
anthology Aois na hOige: Diolaim Préis (2017), co-edited with Aisling Ni
Dhonnchadha.

His selected verse in Irish, “Anndla”, was followed by Balla an
Chuain and Ag Dul Anonn (Coiscéim) and a second collection in English,
Outward and Return, (Doghouse) in 2012. Gréagdir won the Oireachtas prize
for best collection, 2010, and Duais Cholmcille (best poem in Irish or Scots
Gaelic) at Strokestown, 2013. He has also published the biography of Sir
Samuel Ferguson and a collection of short fiction. He divides his time between
Dublin and the Donegal Gaeltacht and has taught poetry and creative writing
in the Ulster University and the Poets’ House. He has read widely, from
Stornoway to Palermo, from Boston to Berlin and reviews, adjudicates and
teaches poetry in both Irish and English.

Another Thing (2010) includes artwork by Kathleen Furey and a recording of
poems with musical settings by Ronan Browne.
